Conclusions

B EARTO RTOs are heavy involved in the Thematic
Priorities, Euratom and the Horizontal Actions

B EARTO RTOs projects receiving 49%, 84% and 53%
respectively of the funding.

B EARTO RTOs have built a strong knowledge network
through the FPs
